Tralee Library Exhibition 

Missionaries of the Sacred Heart Reaching out to others 

The Mayor of Tralee, Cllr. Terry O’Brien opened a photographic exhibition in Tralee library this week. The exhibition - entitled Missionaries of the Sacred Heart Reaching out to others - will run for 2 weeks from Saturday, January 16 until  Saturday, 30 January. It is open from 10am – 5pm on Monday to Saturday, and until 8pm on Tuesday and Thursday.

The wide range of photographs depicts the early years of MSC missionaries in Ireland, and their departure to Papua New Guinea, to South Africa, to Venezuela, and more recently to Russia. It also depicts the social and humanitarian work undertaken by these men amongst the poorest of the poor in those countries – sometimes in very dangerous conditions.
After Tralee the exhibition will move to Listowel library where it will be staged from 1-12 February. It will also be staged in Killarney.
